We are pleased that you want to introduce a monument in memory of your loved one in the churchyard.

As a church council we wish to assist you, but we ourselves are bound by fairly strict Diocesan Regulations (a full list of these is available from the Rectory or is normally pinned up in the church porch).  

Another important factor for us is ease of maintenance, as we want to keep the churchyard in good condition and looking nice for everyone.  

Headstones 

· New memorials should both harmonise with the environment of the churchyard and should be of a style which allows us to maintain the ground.                                                 The church council encourages the introduction of individually designed headstones and of hand cut lettering which will enhance and beautify the churchyard.

· Memorials should be made of natural stone traditionally used for headstones in country churchyards, namely, indigenous British stone such as limestone (e.g. Portland, York, Purbeck), or sandstone, or slate.  

· Black and red granite and marble materials are not permitted by Diocesan Regulation.   

Plaques where the cremated remains have been interred.

· Memorials placed over cremated remains should be flat tablets level with the grass.

We would ask that any vase be incorporated in the stone (again for ease of maintenance).
Concerning existing and new stones 

· For ease of maintenance and due to problems of getting mowers between the plots we ask that no gulley should be dug around the stone or plot.
· In no way should pebbles / chippings be introduced (not only do the regulations  forbid them but pebbles cause havoc when mowing and strimming).
· Please do not introduce anything except natural or silk flowers without prior consent.
